SUMMARY PROCEEDING ORDER OF SUSPENSION

béfore the Kansas Behavioral Sciences Regulatbry Board [Board] Compléiﬁt Review
' Committee [Committee].

Findings of Fact

The Committes finds that thé foliowing facts have been estéb!ished- by a
preponderance of the evidence: .

ﬁ. Carissa King [Respondent / Licensee] -_is a LicénSed Bachelor Sociat
.Worker within the meaning of the Kansas Social Wérkérs Licensure Act, K S.A. 65-
6301, et seq.; and amendménts thereto. |

2. On September 30, 2010, Respondent's LBSW license expire:d. AShé did
not renew it. - ' |

3. On June 15, 2015, the Board received and -processed Respondent’s

Application for Reinstatement of her LBSW license. The appiication was granted

effect“ive‘ June 30, 2015.




4. However, it was determined that irregularities in her application required
further investigation, and a Réport of Alleged Violation was opened and sent to her for a
response August 7, 2015, When Respondent failed to respond to the Investigator's
letter; the Investigator teft a telephone message on her personal ‘work voicemail on
September 29, 2015.

5. 7 _When Respondent failed to respond to the .telep‘hone message, the
Investigator sent her an email on December 9, 2015 with the oriéinal complaint attached
and informed Reépondent of possible additional violations for failure to cooperate with
the Board in the investigation. |

B. Wheanespondent failed to respond to the email, the Investigator called
Respondent's employer, St. Francis Community Services in Garden City, Kansas, on
January 20, 20186, The‘ receptionist confirmed Respondent étill worked there and put -
the call through to Respondent. The Investigator left a message to call back by the end
of the week. However, as of May 9, 2016, Respondent has failed to respond to
repeated requests for information for the past nine months.

7. In her application materials, Respondent stated that she had béen working
as an adoption social worker with St. Francis since December of 2014. She stated on |
her application that she had practiced and represented herself as a'Kansa‘s !ice‘nsed_ :
social worker and Was under the supervision of three Kansas licensed social ;Norkers;

8. Respondent has failed to cooperate with thé Board by ignoring njultiple

requests for information over a nine-month period.

9. '~ The Complaint Review Committee of the Board concludes there is

probable cause to believe Respondent praqtided without a current license, held herself




out as a licensed social worker more than four years after her license had expired and

failed to cooperate in the investigation of these facts in violation of the following statutes

and admi.nistrative regulations.

A KB.AL 65-6303(a) and (d}. Prohibited acts.

B. K.S.A. 65-6307(a) and (b). Use of title by licensee.

C. K.8.A. 65-6311. Grounds for suspension, limitation, revocation or refusal

to issue or renew license; procedure:

(@)  The board may suspend, limit, revoke, condition or refuse to issue
or renew a license of any social worker upon proof that the social worker:

(2}  has been found guilty of deceit in connection wath services
rendered as a social worker or m establishing needed qualifications
under this act;

(4)  has beenfound guilty of unprofessmnal conduct as defined
by rules established by the board; . :

D. K.AR. 102-2-7. Unprofessional Conduct. Any of the following acts by a
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licensee . . . shall constitute unprofessional conduct:

(b)(5) has practiced the licensee's profession in violation of the laws or
regulations regulating the profession;

(iy failing or refusing to cooperate ina timely manner with any request
from the Board for a response ... each person taking longer than 30 days
to provide the,requested'response information or assistance shall have
the burden of demonstrating that the person acted in a timely manner;

(k) failing to coobérate with the board’s investigation;
(yy) practicing social work after one’s license expires;

(zz) using without a license, or continuing to use after the expiration ofé
license, any fitle or abbreviation prescribed by the board for use only by
persons currently holding that type or class of license.

(f) each licensee who fails to renew the license in a timely manner and
who thereafter applies for reinstatement shall indicate whether or not the
individual has practiced in Kansas as a social worker or has held forth as




performing the services of a social worker after expiration of the hcense
and, if so, under what circumstances.

10. The Kansas Administrative Procedure Act, K.S.A. 77-537, .provides for
summary proceedings in situations where the statutory conditions are present. The
Committee finds those conditions have been met in this proc;aet;liﬁg..” -

Sanction

Based upon the above Findings of Fact and Conclusions of Law and pursuant to
the athho_rity, granted by K.S.A. 65-8311 and the Kansas Administrative Procedure Act,
K.S.A. 77-537, the Board finds that the Kansas Licensed Ba;:helor Social Worker |
license of Respondent Carissa King shouid be and is hereby suspended for ninety (90)
days and until further Order of the Board.
